Between 2003 and 2008 as Head of Business Development at the UK National Archives Dan Jones was responsible for
digital services and commercial partnerships and architect of the digitisation programme which has seen over 70 million
archival documents digitised and published online - the vast majority via commercial partnerships.

Since 2008 he has been Director of International Content for The Generations Network, a move which provide him with a
unique perspective on the challenges facing archives in the 21st century, and how commercial partnerships can be used
to support and advance these initiatives.

A virtual archive: The September 11 Digital Archive at George Mason University, Washington DC

This archive comprises over 150,000 digital items recording the events, and responses to the events, of the September 11
2001 attacks in New York, Virginia and Pennsylvania. A collaborative project that includes the Smithsonian National Museum
of American History, the archive aims to build a comprehensive digital collection of materials which includes emails, web sites,
photographs, oral histories, re"ections, memories and commentary from anyone with something to say. Developed using freely
available software and minimal resources, the Archive has rapidly become an invaluable resource, available to both histori-
ans and members of the public, covering the attacks and theirimpact. Itis aleading example of how new technology can be a
powerful enabler that not only provides the opportunity to rapidly establish a major collection, but also opens up the potential
for an un-mediated acquisition process that encourages input from the general public as well as from more traditional sources.

Anne McLean, Director, Reference and Access Services, National Archives of Australia’
e Mapping your archives

For many years researchers in the sciences and humanities have been manipulating geospatial and temporal data to visualise
complex processes. But developments in online technology have made the tools to develop such visualisations accessible to
all. Anyone can make a customised map with a few clicks of the mouse, while some basic coding can combine web services
to yield all manner of ‘mashups’. You don't need an IT department or a tame programmer to get started.Such technologies
present archives large and small with the opportunity to improve both understanding and Indability of their collections. When
combined with social media tools they can deliver new ways of navigating and interacting with collections — perhaps through a
map, a timeline, a 3d image wall, or a combination of all three. Wouldn't you like to move beyond text lists and search boxes?
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This paper will explore the possibilities of maps and mashups by tracing the development of the Mapping our Anzacs
website (http://mappingouranzacs.naa.gov.au). Mapping our Anzacs uses a series of Google maps, displaying places of
birth and enlistment, to provide access to more than 375,000 World War | service records held by the National Archives of
Australia. Once they've found a service person, users can add notes and photographs to the linked scrapbook, or create
an online tribute.

Creating the site was both challenging and rewarding. What problems did we face? What compromises did we make?
What lessons did we learn? Full of helpful hints and difecult questions, this paper will encourage you to experiment, to
play, and to build. The tools are there for you to master. Find out what you can do right now as well as pondering what will
come next.

The paper will also introduce the draft Australian standard on record-
keeping metadata, a standard that has been designed to harmonise the requirements of archival systems, digital preservation
and currentrecordkeeping. Ratherthen beingan esoteric, intellectual exercise this paper will demonstrate the criticalimmediate
and long term value of this standard, as a key enabler of system interoperability, record use and reuse and long term record sus-
tainability. Metadata s reallyimportant stuffand metadata standards are incredibly vital tools. This paper hopes to show you why.

* Finding the record: managing records in business systems

In 2008, the International Council on Archives released /Guidelines and Functional Requirements for Records in Busi-
ness Systems/. Developed by ADRI members, these Guidelines aim to assist organisations to ensure records gen-
erated by line of business systems are appropriately identieed and managed. While the Guidelines provide an im-
portant tool for an area of recordkeeping that has been relatively unaddressed until now, practical implementation
challenges remain. This session will provide an overview of the guidelines and report on the progress of an ADRI
project to develop a proele of the functional requirements for implementation in a speciec type of business system.

* Recordkeeping in Web 2.0

New web technologies such as web 2.0 are having a profound effect on our professional and personal lives. How we
access news and information, how we interact with others, how we do business and how we present ourselves - much
is changing under the inluence of the increased connectivity, collaboration and sharing of Web 2.0. The workplace is
transforming as quickly as the home in terms of new web technologies. As protectors of information, records managers
need to develop a digital mindset to cope with the challenges ahead. This paper outlines some of the workplace uses
of Web 2.0 applications and offers some advice and tentative solutions about how to manage these applications from a
recordkeeping perspective. It is hoped this paper will encourage anyone involved with recordkeeping to challenge their
current way of thinking, experiment with the applications mentioned and engage with the delicious world of Web 2.0.

Christine Edney
« Grass Roots of Recordkeeping

Rugby clubs in New Zealand form an integral part of the social memory of a local community. The archives which are held
by rugby clubs highlight how a community has developed and grown and to what extent the rugby club has inluenced
social behaviour within the community. These archives need to be preserved so that the rugby clubs can write their history
accurately and honestly. Rugby clubs are run by volunteers who have no professional training or awareness of what record-
keeping practices they should be carrying out. Valuable documentation could be thrown away or left exposed to environ-
mental risk factor. Recordkeeping, archival practices, and preservation of the clubs records must be encouraged to order to
preserve those records of potential historical value. This paper will present the endings from a research project undertaken
to explore the issues, challenges and consequences for recordkeeping in volunteer-run rugby clubs in New Zealand.
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Sebastian Gurciullo, Public Record Ofece of Victoria
» Do More with Less: Collaboration is the key!

This paper looks at how archives can achieve much more by entering into collaborative partnerships with other stakehold-
ers, non prost organisations and volunteers. In tight economic times funding and stafeng resources are usually harder to
obtain and it is only by thinking of innovative ways of doing projects that new initiatives can be progressed. The voluntary
effort of hundreds of people working offsite but online has made two PROV projects hugely successful.

Collaborative volunteer projects are a win win for all concerned as the records are digitally preserved, more easily ac-
cessed via various indexing paths and researchers can freely access the records at home or in a local library without hav-
ing to physically visit PROV. However, scoping, establishing, managing and delivering projects like these are not without
their difeculties and this paper also explores the lessons learned along the way.

Hon Michael Kirby AC, CMG
* Personal records and the National Archives - a personal perspective

Michael Kirby’s contributions will explain his relationship with Archives from the viewpoint of the data subject. The need
to strike the right balance between personal privacy and legitimate interests of access to matters of objective historical,
national and public importance is the focus of his contribution. On the one hand, it is appropriate to shorten statutory
periods of non-access, in harmony with contemporary attitudes to transparency of government. On the other hand, it is
necessary to provide protections to the living against matters that might be hurtful or personally embarrassing. How can
this new balance be struck? How can subjects be adequately compensated for deposits? How can subjects be provided
with swift and accurate access to their deposited data when needed, either by themselves or by historians or others
seeking access to the material? What changes are occurring in Australian society that are relevant to the rules governing
archives?

Jenny Scott, State Library of South Australia
« Using Flickr to provide public access to private and public collections

At the end of World War Il, Jenny Scott’s father, Flight Lieutenant Alastair ‘Scotty’ Scott, rescued a collection of photo-
graphs depicting the men and activities of RNZAF No. 6 Squadron based at Halavo Bay in the Solomon Islands. Forty eve
years later this collection formed the basis for a research project during which Jenny and Scotty corresponded with former
Squadron members. Scotty’s death in 1993 brought the project to a premature end and the collected records waited for
Jenny to have the time to resurrect them. The development of Flickr, provided an effective method of sharing the content
with other researchers and the families of the men in the photos. Identifying this as a process which any small archive
could use to extend access to their collection, Jenny describes the project, its establishment, content and participants,
developing standards and procedures, the problems she encountered, and the responses she received.

Nikki Henningham, Australian Women'’s Archives Project
e Out of the Shadows: Using Technology to Illuminate Women'’s Archives

The Australian Women'’s Archives Project (AWAP) was established in 2000 as a collaboration between the University

of Melbourne and the National Foundation of Australian Women (NFAW). Recognising that women'’s archives are often
generated at an individual or local level and responding to the archival community’s concerns about public access to the
nation’s archival heritage, these partners determined to develop a national strategy to encourage the preservation of wom-
en’s archival heritage and to improve its accessibility. The centrepiece of this strategy was the establishment of the AWAP
Register (http://www.womenaustralia.info/browse.htm), as a specialist central access point to information about material
held in libraries and archives relating to Australian women, available via the internet.

Successful development of the AWAP register has raised a number of issues regarding the development of sustainable
infrastructure to support e-scholarship in the humanities. These include: gaps between the granularity of the available
documentation about source material and the needs of researchers; the ephemeral nature of the documentation of source
material not held in institutional repositories; and the sustainability of current methods for populating the register with qual-
ity content.

The AWAP was awarded Australian Research Council (ARC) funding in 2008 to investigate these issues. As well as
supporting research to develop content in areas of interest to women’ studies scholars, the funding was used to conduct
active research into technologies to support the data gathering and analysis activities of researchers which, at the same
time, provide content suitable for harvesting into the AWAP Register, as annotations to institutional snding aids and cata-
logues, and for re-use in other contexts, such as the National Library of Australia’s People Australia project.
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This paper will report on research outcomes and demonstrate new technologies for data harvesting and networking that
have been developed with the assistance of this ARC funding.

Leisa Gibbons, Centre for Organisational and Social Informatics, Monash University
« Testing the Continuum: user-generated cultural heritage on Youtube

Web 2.0 tools allow users to create vast user-generated repositories of born-digital cultural documents.T hese documents
look like traditional cultural artefacts in digital media form: photos, videos, art. Simultaneously however, these reposito-
ries are websites, owned and operated by commercial entities that provide social networks which allow users to share,
edit, distribute, save and attribute a personal identity in digital data. This paper presents the complexity in understanding
the ‘record’ in these online spaces by presenting research on the website Youtube. Heritage institution approaches to
archiving Youtube, as well as results from my own case study research on its users, are mapped onto Frank Upward’s
Cultural Heritage Continuum model to test the mechanistic and semantics of the model. These investigations aim to reveal
the value of the Cultural Heritage Continuum Model in complex spaces and how Continuum thinking can challenge the
concepts of digital culture formation and heritage containers.

* Measuring Performance or Performing Measurements? Measuring the Impact and Sustainability of the
PARBICA Recordkeeping For Good Governance Toolkit

Recordkeeping professionals generally agree that recordkeeping is a shared responsibility throughout any organisation.

It requires senior management support, competent administrators and compliant staff to ensure that full and accurate
records of business are created and maintained. In contrast, performance measurement in an institutional setting normally
requires organisations to report on their contribution to outcomes over which they have control.

How can archivists and records managers demonstrate their impact on recordkeeping outcomes, when so much depends
on other actors? How can recordkeeping initiatives be made sustainable when their use and implementation is largely
handed over to others?

This paper will use the PARBICA Recordkeeping for Good Governance Toolkit as a case study to address issues of mea-
suring the performance and sustainability of recordkeeping initiatives. The paper will examine the many actors involved in
recordkeeping outcomes and explore how archivists and others might express their own contributions to overall record-
keeping outcomes.

Liz Nannelli, Archives Unit, Ministry of Education, Sports and Culture, Samoa
Amela Silipa, Principal Archives Oflcer, Samoa
« Developing the Samoan National Archives

The Samoan Archives Project was accepted by the Samoan Cabinet Development Committee on the 13th of February,
2001. This paper will provide an update on this project, which is developing the national archives institution within Samoa.

In particular, this paper will focus on two key projects that are underway. The !rst is a joint digitization project for the
records of the German Administration in Samoa (1900-1914) between the Federal Republic of Germany, Archives New
Zealand and the Archives Unit of the Ministry of Education, Sports and Culture, Samoa. The second is a project to
strengthen public records management through developing classi!cation schemes and retention schedules for all Govern-
ment Ministries and selected Government Agencies. This paper will also outline some of the key opportunities and chal-
lenges facing the development of an Archives in Samoa as seen through the eyes of an Australian volunteer working with
the project in 2008-2009, including the progress of the Public Records Bill, which will establish the National Archives and
Records Authority of Samoa.

Mark Dohnt, Project Manager, Project Services, Department of Public Works, Qld
«  The New National Archives of Fiji building, and the Queensland State Archives extension

Matthew Gordon-Clark and Simon Shurville, State Records of South Australia and University of South Australia
Finding safe havens for the national archives of low-elevation Paciec nations threatened by climate change

This paper describes a project which aims to access the plausibility of transferring national archives from threatened na-
tions to safer havens with appropriate cultures, geographies and infrastructures. The project plan contains three stages:

Stage one is to identify the at risk nations. This stage will also identify the cultural, professional and technical capabilities
of these nations in order to ascertain the plausibility of transferring their archives.

Stage two is to identify candidates for safe havens offering a combination of higher ground, appropriate socio-technical
infrastructure. The list of potential candidates will be analysed with likely cultural, economic, legal, professional and techni-
cal barriers being identieed and strategies to overcome them being suggested.

Stage three is to examine how to manage the re-located archival collections in the safe havens on an ongoing and ethical
basis.

The goal is to offer a conceptual framework for archival re-location to policy makers in both the threatened nations and
the potential havens. While the project is in its initial phase, we believe this signiscant issue warrants early discussion
with members of the Australian Society of Archivists in order to raise consciousness across the profession and shape the
direction of the research.

Stephanie Gilbert, Wollotuka School of Aboriginal Studies, The University of Newcastle
« 'Telling it how it was': For what?

| am authoring a ph.d on identity constructions of women removed from their families of origin due at least in part to their
biological Aboriginality. Part of my data has been collected from the Bringing Them Home collection in the National Library.

Sue McKemmish, Monash University
* Indigenous Knowledge and the Archives: Embracing multiple ways of knowing and keeping

Over the last two decades many Australian archival institutions and professionals have acknowledged the part they can
play in the reconciliation process between Indigenous and non-Indigenous Australians. Australian Indigenous communities
have been consulted about access, Memoranda of Understanding negotiated, indexing projects undertaken, exhibitions
and guides to records developed and an awareness of the need for more culturally sensitive description and appraisal
practices has grown.

However, these initiatives have generally taken place within a paradigm that positions Indigenous people as subjects of
records and clients of archival services. This paper will present recent research which highlights the need for new legal,
policy and professional frameworks which re-position Australian Indigenous communities, and potentially other communi-
ties, as co-creators of archival records and co-providers of archival services.

Trust and Technology: Building archival systems for Indigenous oral memory (T&T) began in 2004 as a research proj-

ect based at Monash University in partnership with the Public Record Ofsce Victoria, the Koorie Heritage Trust Inc., the
Victorian Koorie Records Taskforce, and the Australian Society of Archivists Indigenous Issues Special Interest Group.
The aim of T&T was to develop an understanding of how archives can support Koorie frameworks of knowledge, memory
and evidence, particularly knowledge that is still stored within the community orally. However our research has highlighted
that archivists cannot appropriately engage with Koorie knowledge unless we allow Koorie knowledge systems and Koorie
experience to reshape the foundations on which our work is based. The paper will report on the action agenda developed
as one of the outcomes of the research project.
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Terehia Biddle, Archives New Zealand
* The journey to regain the distinctive language of Taranaki - the indomitable spirit of a peaceful people

Increasingly Ma-ori, the indigenous people of New Zealand are actively seeking assistance from Archives New Zealand
to support them to access information of cultural signiecance using creative and innovative solutions. These solutions are
examples of Archives New Zealand'’s approach to provide access to information which would otherwise remain beyond
the reach of the people about whom the records are written. Two key areas we continue to grapple with relates to Maori
concerns about the ease of public access to cultural and intellectual information of value and the potential for this informa-
tion to be misappropriated; and the fact that much of this historical information is held away from tribal homelands. Digital
technology and web-based initiatives are a means by which Archives New Zealand connects with tribal populations, thus
extending its reach beyond the walls of the institution. As with technological solutions they are not in themselves perfect —
they are developed in conjunction with the end-user’s needs in mind thus et for purpose. This paper describes the project
methodology and rationale undertaken by Archives New Zealand in collaboration with the local people of Taranaki to pro-
vide content, utilising search terms intuitive to Maori for Te Pu-te- Routiriata, the Taranaki Maori Digital Archive.

< Priorities and directions for the global archival community

Ann Landrigan, General Manager, Collection Development and Outreach,
« The National Film and Sound Archive: 25 years on: a new independence and a transformational agenda.
Sponsored by the National Film and Sound Archive

Following extensive lobbying by various interest groups the Rudd Government established the NFSA as an independent
statutory authority on 1 July 2008. The world has moved on substantially from when the NFSA was established 25 years
ago as a semi-autonomous body and today we have a clear mandate to: develop a high public prosle by developing
strong access and outreach programs; emphasise the historical and cultural signiscance of the material held in the nation-
al collection; and advance public understanding and knowledge of the nation's heritage. We have a strong commitment to
working with our national and state cultural and collecting institution colleagues to achieve our transformational agenda.

This brief presentation will look at new directions for the NFSA and how we intend to establish a national leadership role
as both an archive and as a cultural institution.

*  Supporting the anniversary and keeping your integrity

Anniversaries are often political opportunities for organisations to promote themselves and their services. For a small ar-
chive that wants to take opportunities but not necessarily get involved in the politics of anniversaries how do you make the
most of these opportunities and support your Archives community. What should your priorities be? How or indeed can
you prepare for increasing or changing workloads and client demands?

Celebrations are often short lived but an organisational archive will continue before and after it. This paper/presentation
will also look at changing nature of celebrations they are no longer just about history even though they may celebrate an
historical milestone. Based on experiences, this paper will be offering some practical tips and insights into how to take op-
portunities, remain a positive force within the organisation yet ensure that the integrity of the archives, particularly its long
term value and respect for its services to the organisation are preserved.

Niles Elvery, Queensland State Archives
e our people, our places, our stories...: The contribution of Queensland State Archives to Q150

The 150th Anniversary of the Separation of Queensland from New South Wales and its accompanying theme of our
people, our places, our stories... represents an excellent opportunity for Queensland State Archives to promote its docu-
mentary heritage collection and its resources to the people of Queensland.

In response to the theme, Queensland State Archives has developed a 2009 program to highlight the historical value of
Queensland’s public records to the people the state. This paper will outline the program of events presented throughout
the year and discuss the development of two major touring exhibitions curated by Queensland State Archives. Included
in the paper will be an initial analysis of the outcomes of the program which encourages Queenslanders to connect with
these exhibitions through an extensive touring program, specially designed websites and a series of events. It will also
focus on what Queensland State Archives has learned through the process and some of the issues we considered as we
prepared to celebrate 2009.

Suzy Nunes and Michael Moran, St Vincent de Paul Society
e The development of an archives program for the St Vincent de Paul Society, Qld

In early 2008, the St Vincent de Paul Society Queensland applied for and was subsequently awarded a grant from the
Queensland Government’'s Q150 Community Funding Program, to employ an archivist to compile an historical archive of
information about the Society’s activities and achievements in Queensland. This joint paper will report on the challenges
of establishing a small charity archive almost entirely from scratch. We will look at issues of networking, training, control
and the highly sensitive nature of some of the records, as well as funding and budget constraints and limitations within an
organisation that is run by volunteers and whose main purpose is the alleviation of poverty. We will also look at the unique
structure of Vinnies, and how this affects the cooperation and support we receive from all levels within the organisation.

Ross Gibbs, Director-General, National Archives of Australia
< An Archives Act for the 21st Century: Towards a pro-disclosure regime of access to government records

The National Archives is reviewing its 1983 legislation to ensure consistency with the policy commitments of government.
In common with other jurisdictions including the United Kingdom, the Australian Government is committed to fostering
greater openness, transparency and accountability by lifting many of the current restrictions on access to government
information. Already, conclusive certilcates, which enabled a Minister to determine that records were not to be made
available, have been removed from the FOI Act and the Archives Act. A suite of further FOI reforms is being developed for
introduction into the Parliament later this year. In this context the National Archives is looking at changes to the Archives
Act that might be enacted to ensure that access to records under that Act is consistent with Government policy directions.
This paper will examine the options, issues and opportunities associated with moving towards a more ‘pro-disclosure’ ac-
cess regime in the context of international trends and practices. The paper will also canvass the possibility of signilcantly
reducing the current ‘30-year rule’ for the closure of government records.

¢ Right to Information Reforms in Queensland

Technological advances in the past two decades have meant that the logistics and costs of storing and reproducing infor-
mation have improved signiecantly and there has been a consequent massive increase in the volume of information held
by government. There has also been an increasing expectation from the community that government will provide better
access to this information, including a move to ‘push’ model for publishing information. After an independent review in
2008, there was a commitment by the Queensland Government to implement a new policy and legislative framework for
access to information from 1 July 2009.

There are a range of signiecant impacts for Queensland Government agencies responsible for recordkeeping policy and
managing cultural change in the public service that supports improved information management. There are also signiscant
impacts for the Ofsce of the Information Commissioner, the independent body with responsibility for reviewing decisions
made by Queensland government agencies about access to documents, amendment of documents and some other is-
sues.

This will be a panel session of three high proele speakers who have direct experience with managing these impacts in
Queensland. Speaker presentations will be followed by an open Q&A session with audience members.

Joanna Newman
e Sustainable of local archives

What does it take to ensure our local, or community, archives are sustainable? Based on research for a Masters thesis on
the topic, this paper will look the factors which need to be present for these archives, which are so important to our iden-
tity, to survive. The paper will discuss what ‘sustainable’ might mean in the context of local archives and describe different
factors which could be considered essential for sustainability. The outcome of the research is expected to be a preliminary
framework for evaluating risks facing community archives and assessing requirements for their long-term sustainability.
This paper will suggest aspects that should be addressed by archives to ensure they can meet the contract they entered
into with their communities to preserve and make accessible their documentary heritage.

Margaret Paterson, Samantha Cooper, Judith Bright, Pat Jackson and Melanie Grogan
« Voyaging Together to Develop Strength and Sustainability in Small Archives

This panel-led discussion will focus on ways archivists from small archives can work together to promote strength and
sustainability within their archives. The session will build on connections and relevance across a broad spectrum of small
archives including PARBICA and ARANZ patrticipants. The session aims to build on from the successful Panel Discussion
- Developing Capabilities Small Archives at the 2008 ASA Conference.

Shirley Sullivan, National Archives of Australia
» Collapse of the Historical City of Cologne Archives

On 3 March 2009 the archive building of the City of Cologne Archives collapsed. Around 90% of their archival records
including medieval manuscripts were buried by the collapsing building. Shirley will discuss her experiences as a volunteer
assisting in the rescue effort.
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Ewan Maidment and Kylie Moloney, Pacisc Manuscripts Bureau, The Australian National University
 PAMBU: 40 years of archival collaboration in the Paciec Islands

In 2008 the Paciec Manuscripts Bureau (PMB/PAMBU) celebrated 40 years of operations. Probably the longest surviving
international joint copying project in the world, the PMB has produced one of the most extensive resources available for
studies of the Paciec Islands. The PMB has relied on a high level of cooperation between Islanders, Island institutions, its
member libraries and Paciec scholars, researchers and other enthusiasts world-wide. One marked aspect of the PMB’s
operations is its strong presence in the Islands. PMB staff spend about three months in every year working on archives
projects in the islands, focusing primarily on preservation reformatting of records considered to be at risk of loss or de-
struction. This paper outlines the history of the PMB, showing correlations with the development of archives administration
in the Islands and, in particular, Australian involvement in archives administration in the Paciec Islands. Finally, the paper
speculates about the future of Paciec archival institutions, about the future of Paciec collections in Australia, New Zealand
and the Islands, and about the future of the PMB itself.

David Povey, Parramatta Diocese of the Catholic Church
¢ The records of the Catholic Church in the Western Pacisc

This paper discusses the records of the missionary Catholic Church in the Western Pacisc and the activities the records
represent. Microelmed copies of these records are now deposited in institutions around the world. The records are of
importance to the Church, to scholars and to the people of the Pacisc alike.

These records of the missionary work of the Oceania Province of the Marist Fathers tell many stories. Oceania is an im-
mense area and sometimes the missionary Fathers were the erst Europeans to visit a Pacisc nation. Before Government
came to the Paciec, the Fathers helped to develop services such as education (Bishop Pompallier established the erst
school in Auckland in 1841), medical and transport services, justice and others, while individual priests compiled diction-
aries of Paciec languages, wrote genealogies, translated the Gospel and ministered to the people; the genealogies and
dictionaries remain in use today.

Through microelming, the records enjoy a greater chance of surviving the effects of climate and climate change, of limited
resources and the ravages of time; depositing the records in institutions world-wide increases access for scholars and
others, including family historians. In microelming and depositing such records, interesting questions about the nature of
archives in private institutions, their access and preservation are raised.

This aim of this paper is to make those records better known.

* Freedom of Information in the Paciec Island and New Zealand

Currently, moves are underway to promote the introduction of Freedom of Information (FOI) regimes across the twenty
plus Paciec Island nations, as part of a push for more transparent, open and participatory governance. The United Na-
tions Development Programme is engaging in FOI workshops in Fiji, Nauru, the Solomon Islands and other countries.
Legislative drafting is underway in Fiji. The Cook Islands is leading the pack with the passage of its Ofecial Information
Act in February 2009. This session will discuss the drivers for FOI introduction across the Paciec Islands, and obstacles to
its successful implementation. It will emphasise the collaboration between ombudsmen, information management pro-
grammes and international organisations.

But
let us not forget our roots, or bite the hand that fed, or indeed cast aside the split pin «le that has ruined the cuticle of us
all. The volume of paper still being created and mountains held in ¢ling cabinets, basements and offsite storage facili-

ties still present some serious and resource intensive challenges to the archival institution. So how do we balance these
demands? How long can legacies of paper and digital records be sustained before archives need to intervene? Evelyn
Wareham and Mark Crookston will provide an update on current programmes at Archives New Zealand and in doing so,
attempt to address these questions - and others.

< Blue Shield Australia: its plan for the future and how you can contribute and bene!t from its objective and
activities

The Blue Shield is the cultural equivalent of the Red Cross. The distinctive emblem specised by the United Nations Edu-
cational, Scientiec and Cultural Organisation (UNESCO) 1954 Hague Convention for the Protection of Cultural Property

in the Event of Armed Conlict. It is also the name of an International Committee of Blue Shield (ICBS) set up in 1996 to
advise UNESCO how to protect the world’s cultural heritage threatened by wars and natural disasters. In 2005 Blue Shield
Australia (BSA), the Australian national committee was established. This paper will briely outline what the Blue Shield
Australia committee’s vision and purpose are and then focus on how the archive sector could partner with BSA's goals
and activities via a leading role in:

. Promoting the protection of cultural property against threats of all kinds

. Contributing strategically in response to natural and man made disasters (examples will be given using the 2009
Victorian Bush Fires).

. Preparing the Australian community to respond to threats to cultural heritage in times of natural and man made
disasters.

« Digital sustainability: An emerging research agenda

Research into digital sustainability in New Zealand has gradually gathered momentum over the last few years as a con-
sequence of digital archive activity at our national institutions. Strong links between Victoria University of Wellington and
Archives New Zealand have resulted in ongoing research initiatives, with projects focusing on both public and private
sectors. Both qualitative and quantitative studies have been undertaken. Future research will explore the dimensions

of collaborative activity across traditionally separate information management domains. Convergence and collaboration
between libraries and archives in digital preservation activities is a particular concern for future memory, especially given
that a key motivator for this may be the limited resources available in terms of funding and expertise. This presentation will
explore the themes, opportunities and directions for digital sustainability research in New Zealand.

Terehia Biddle is Maori and of the T'hoe tribe. She is the Kaihaut! & Acting Group Manager

for Archives New Zealand’s (ANZ) Archives Management Group. She is a member of ANZ's
Strategic Management Group and has executive responsibility to two key areas — Responsive-
ness to Maori and more recently the Archives Management Group. Terehia has presented at a
number of international conferences including those held by the Australian Society of Archi-
vists. A prevailing theme of her presentations questions the readiness of archival institutions
to incorporate indigenous perspectives within current archival policies and practices. Today,
Terehia’s paper is intended to provoke further thinking around this very issue. The "nal product
is the means by which one can say we have arrived# The journey however is in the learning’s
gained in terms of strategy development cognisant of M$ori values and practice within a non-
indigenous archival institution.

Judith Bright

(FLIANZA) is the Librarian at the John Kinder Theological Library in Auckland, the library for the Anglican Church in
New Zealand, and the Archivist for the national church organisations (but not for individual parishes). Much of her
work is as a consultant advising, assisting and training for the diocesan or regional collections of archives held in
other cities and towns.

Shannon'’s research is located within Indigenous Studies and Archival Science and concentrates on the location of
Indigenous Australian peoples and their knowledge within the Australian collective knowledge. This research embraces
and seeks methods to celebrate the differences occurring between Indigenous and mainstream Australia as being
positive.

Leisa Gibbons

Leisa Gibbons is a PhD student at Monash University. Her thesis is concerned with how Continu-
um thinking applies to culture found in online spaces.

The Hon. Michael Kirby AC CMG

the Federal Court of Australia (1983-84); Chairman of the Australian Law Reform Commission

South Wales Court of Appeal (1984-96).

In addition to these posts he held numerous national positions

(including on the Board of the CSIRO and as a foundationThe Hon. Michael Kirby AC CMG
member of the Administrative Review Council and the Australian Institute of Multicultural Aeairs) and various international
bodies of the United Nations, the Commonwealth Secretariat, the OECD etc.

On his retirement from his €rst federal oe ces, Michael Kirby deposited his archives in the NAA. Similarly, when he retired from
the post of the President of the Court of Appeal to join the High Court in 1996, he deposited his records in that State court in
the NAA. Now, he has deposited his records from his High Court years in the NAA.

David Leitch

David Leitch has been Secretary-General of the International Council on Archives since August

2008, having previously served in the ICA Secretariat as Senior Progamme Manager and Dep-

uty Secretary-General. He was educated at Glasgow and Cambridge Universities, and holds a

master’s degree in archival administration from University College London. He began his career

in Glasgow City Archives, and then moved to London to take up a post as Curatorial Ofscer with

the Historical Manuscripts Commission. He transferred to the Public Record Ofece (now part of

The National Archives) in 1994 as Head of Archive Inspection and in 2000 was promoted to the

Management Board, serving in turn as Corporate Planner and Head of the Chief Executive’s

Ofece. In the 1990s he began to work as a volunteer for ICA as a member of the ARCHIVUM

and Comma Editorial Boards. In 2003 he became involved with the Blue Shield network, and has been Chair of the
UK and Ireland National Committee since 2005. In his leisure time David is a keen choral singer and makes faltering
attempts to learn foreign languages.

The Co Coordinator Archives for Brisbane City Council She has been responsible for the establishment of Council’'s
archival programs including policies and the introduction of public access to the Archives. She has delegated respon-
sibility for the management of Council’s records appraisal operations and supports Council’s 32 Libraries in managing
their local studies collections and relationships with local history groups and their collections and works in partnership
with the Museum of Brisbane to enhance the accessibility and relevance of the history of Brisbane to the broader com-
munity.
